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1. All teams in all divisions will be registered with Minnesota Hockey and USA Hockey.
2. All league games will be played and governed by District 4, Minnesota Hockey and USA Hockey rules.

3. All hockey associations within District 4 must update and complete the Affiliation Agreement, as found in
Minnesota Hockey handbook pages 41 — 44, when directed by the District Director. The league registration fees
for each member team in District 4 will be as follows:

a. District 4 fee for each Association - $100.00

b. District 4 web fee for each Association - $50.00 (includes Mason City)
c. District 4 fee for each registered team - $10.00

d. League team fee for 12U, 14U PeeWee, Bantam - $30.00 per team

e. Any league games played prior to payment of fees and dues will be forfeited if fees and dues are
not paid in full before December 1, 2008.

4. District teams may roster up to 23 players for a specific team.
a. Aroster of more than 20 players has to be cut to 20 players by district tournament play.
b. No additional players can be added to a roster except as provided in Minnesota Hockey rules.
c. A team with more than 20 rostered players may only dress 20 players (no more than 18 skaters,
and no more than 2 goalies) for any one game.
d. Team must declare to the District Director their rosters by January 1 if they have more than 20
players on the team.

5. All teams will indicate at time of registration, of their intention to participate in District 4 playoffs. When a
team, (who has indicated at the beginning of the season of their intent to play in the playoffs, if they qualify)
qualifies for District playoff position, fails to participate in the District playoff, very strong disciplinary action
will be taken. Team subject to this review will be allowed to state their reason(s) in person or writing as to why
participation did not occur. District 4 Board will assess any disciplinary action based upon review of all
information presented.

6. The Division Coordinators, the District 4 Director and the Assistant to the Director will determine the number
and classification of teams from each Hockey Association.

All coaches must follow USA Hockey coaching affiliation:
a. Level I - Mites and Mini-mites/Girls 8U
b. Level Il - Squirts/Girls 10U,12U
c. Level Il - Peewee/ 14U and above

All head and assistant coaches must attain the appropriate certification level by December 31, 2008.
There will be no uncertified coaches on the bench at anytime, at any level.

All coaches will be required to photocopy their card and include it with the team roster.

All certified coaches must be registered on the team's roster that they are coaching.

All coaches and certification number will be listed on the score sheet, and all coaches, including coaches on the
bench, must sign each score sheet each game.

Each coach on the ice is required to wear a HECC approved helmet during practice. (1% violation — warning, 2™
warning — 30 day suspension)

Each coach is required to be screened prior to coaching on ice, using the Minnesota Hockey screening policy as
outlined in the Minnesota Hockey Handbook. (1% violation — warning, 2" warning — 30 day suspension)



1. All league games must be completed before February 9, 2009 (including all make-up games).
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2. League games between teams from the same association will have a schedule completion date of January 12,
20009.

3. The league schedule will consist of fourteen (14) games: as determined by the league coordinator. Any game
between two teams will be considered a league game unless otherwise agreed upon by both teams.

4. Game limits per season:

a. Youth Squirt and Girls 10U level are limited to 35 games (including scrimmages and
tournaments).

b. All traveling Mite/Girls 8 U level (and below) teams are limited to 12 games (15 games if
participating in the District Jamboree) (including Jamborees).

c. Traveling Mite/Girls 8 U level, and below, teams may not play games prior to December 1.

d. Traveling Mite/Girls 8 U level teams (and below) may start playing 1 game per week (Sunday
through Saturday) starting December 1 through December 31.

e. Out of town scrimmages and split practices with out of town teams are considered games.

5. All league games will be played as per original schedule submitted to the District 4 Statistician.

a. Games may be rescheduled prior to November 15", in which league games may be played at no
charge by filling out the District 4 Game Rescheduling Form (see Appendix A).

b. Any game changes after November 15", MUST be rescheduled using the District 4 Game
Rescheduling Form and paying the required fee.

c. Games can be rescheduled, with no fee, due inclement weather or severe team illness.

d. District 4 League Coordinator’s and/ or Director's decision will be final. Rescheduling a league
game will be $100, paid by the team that wants to reschedule.

6. 5 O . Games may be rescheduled prior to November 15th in which league games may
be played at no charge by filling out the District 4 Game Rescheduling Form (found on District 4 web site). Any
game changes after November 15", MUST be rescheduled using the District 4 Game Rescheduling Form and
paying the required fee. The Game Rescheduling Form is to be completed by the team requesting the change
and returned to the District Director, along with a check payable to District 4 Hockey in the amount of $100.00.
The rescheduled game must be mutually agreed upon by both teams.

i. *NOTE - if the rescheduled game date is prior to the original game date, the Game
Rescheduling Form MUST BE RECEIVED 7 DAYS BEFORE THE RESCHEDULED
DATE. If the rescheduled game date is after the original game date, the Game
Rescheduling Form MUST BE RECEIVED 7 DAYS BEFORE THE ORIGINAL GAME
DATE.

ii. Ifrescheduling a league game cannot be mutually agreed upon by both teams, the team
requesting the change MUST play the originally scheduled game or forfeit the game.

7. O___. Any team that cancels or is a “no show” to a game will be fined $300.00 per
cancelled game. The fine will be paid to District 4 within 7 days of the date of the cancelled game. District 4
will direct $200.00 of the cancellation fee to the other team/association involved in the cancelled game. The
remaining $100.00 will be retained by District 4 as a fine for the cancelled game. In the case of a double forfeit,
both teams/associations involved will be fined $100.00. A team that cancels a game or is a “no show” for a
league game also becomes ineligible for District playoffs. Exceptions to this would be inclement weather or
severe team illness.

a. No “fair play points” will be awarded to either team for canceled games as no game was played. A
fair play point may be awarded to a team if a team forfeits a game, per the District Director’s
approval.




The o O will confirm scheduled games with the visiting team at least 1 week prior to the game time.
Notification of cancellation of a league game must be given no later than 48 hours prior to game time; with the
exception of the canceling team being physically unable to play (i.e. large number of team members being ill,
inclement weather). Inclement weather is defined as when the MN Highway Department declares "no
unnecessary travel”. "No Shows" will pay the home team for ice time and $200 to referees. "No Shows" will
forfeit league points for that game, allowing the opposing team to add 2 points to their standings. Any team
failing to notify the opposing team of a league game cancellation according to Rule 16 criteria will be
considered a “"No Show".

It is mandatory that all league games be played. If a team refuses to play another team, the non-forfeiting team
will be awarded 2 points. (Exceptions to this are outlined in section 3, rule 5. ¢) Any team refusing to play a
league game for reasons other than those described in section 3, rule 7, may be barred from participating in
league play the following season; pending review by the Board of Division Coordinators and the District 4
Director.

The o O will wear white jersey, and be responsible for a change in jersey color in case of a color
conflict.
The o O will provide the visiting teams with warm-up pucks. All District 4 tournament sites will

provide warm-up pucks for all games.

Penalty time for ,, games in District 4 will be:
a. 2 minutes for a minor penalty;
b. 5 minutes for major penalty;
¢. 10 minutes for misconduct penalty

Checking from behind will be considered as two penalties. This rule applies to all Squirt/Girls 10U,
Peewee/Girls 12U and Bantam/Girls 14U.

15 second face-off rule/procedure. (Mandatory at the Bantam/Girls 14U and Peewee/Girls 12U level)

a.  When the referee blows his whistle for a stoppage of play, the visiting team will have 5 seconds to
change their lines.
b. The referee will then raise his arm (signifying visiting team line change is completed).

The referee will then allow the home team their change (also for 5 seconds).

d. When the referee drops his arm, the linesman dropping the puck will blow his whistle, and begin
counting from 5 down to 0. If the centers are ready to go, linesman will drop the puck without
counting.

e. When the linesman gets to 0, the puck is going to be dropped for play. If a player is off side on the
face off, the linesman will signal the offending teams’ center out of the face-off.

f.  This will be the only warning.

g. If the same team causes a second delay, a minor penalty for delay of game will be issued by the
referee

o

All players, including goal keepers, are required to follow Minnesota Hockey rule regarding internal
mouthpiece.

When one team holds at least a six (6) goal lead in the third period, there will be running time on the clock until
the game ends or if the lead becomes less than 6 goals.

There will be no resurfacing for 14U, 12U, PW and Bantam league games (unless agreed to by both coaches).
If a game includes resurfacing, there will be only one resurface per game.

A one-minute rest period will be allocated between periods.

Minimum time allotted to play for Bantam, PW, Girls 12U, and 14U games; are ! )" to be one hour
and 15 minutes.

All League Bantam, PW, 14U and 12U games will be 15-minute stop-time periods with a 5-minute pre-game
warm up (exception to this rule in part a).
a. Ifthere is not enough rink time remaining to play a full 3" period, the referee and coaches will
agree on the remaining time of the ice, and play running time until the game expires.

Mites and Mini-Mites. Mites are considered 8 years old and younger, Mini-Mites are considered 6
years old and younger. Mini-Mites must play all games cross-ice. Mites may play cross-ice, half-ice,
or full-ice and this must be determined by the two teams when the game is schedule.

A representative of the winning team (home team in case of a tie) will post the results of league games on the
District 4 website no later than 24 hours after the game is completed. A username and password for the District
4 website will be given to the team representative to report the game score

Fair play points will be awarded according to Minnesota Hockey Handbook rules on page 30. Only 1 fair play
point can be earned per team for each game played.

a. Examples: (Peewee teams are allowed 12 penalty minutes or less per game to earn a fair play
point).
i. Peewee team 1 has 4 minor penalties: 4 penalties x 2 mins =8 mins total — 1 fair play
point earned.
ii. Peewee team 2 has 2 minor penalties & 1 check from behind penalty: 2 minors = 4 mins
+ 2 mins + 10 mins = 16 penalty mins = no fair play point earned.

Copies of all 8U, 10U, mite and squirt schedules/ or game score sheets will be sent to East or West Coordinators
respectively.

The league statisticians will compile league standings. All standings will be placed onto the web site on a
weekly basis. Final standings will be available on February 9, 2009 on the District 4 web site.

League standings will be used to establish the District and Regional Playoffs, depending on the classification.
This will be determined by the format that is accepted at the June, 2008, District 4 meeting.

District 4, end of season Squirt playoff, will be February 27-March 1, 2009.

District 4 tournament entry fees will be H .A  for all teams, except squirts, which will be H* _A . District
gate fees will be those as established by Minnesota Hockey Regional tournament fees.

Teams will be seeded for district play as determined by the District 4 June meeting.

Each District 4 Tournament District and Region tournament host will return $100 to each team that play only
two games in the tournament.

Leagues and league games will be established by the District Director, per the agreed upon format from District
4 summer meeting.

a. Top two teams from each league automatically qualify for District playoffs.

Knockout games will be held February 13-15, 2009. Winning teams enter district play as the highest seed of
each game. (i.e. if #3 plays #10 and #10 wins, #10 would enter district tournament as the 3" seed.

District 4 Tournament qualifying format:

a 8 % — one league, 14 games, top 2 teams automatically seeded to district. Remaining teams
must play in to district tournament.

b. 8 % 8-2leagues (east and west). 14 games, top 2 teams from each league automatically
seeded to district. Teams finishing 3"-6" of each league qualify for play in games. #3 Vs #6 and
#4 vs. #5 from each league play in for the 3 and 4™ seeds respectively.

c. C - one league, 14 games, top 2 teams automatically seeded to district. Remaining teams
must play in to district tournament.
d. C 8 -2 leagues (east and west). 14 games, top 2 teams from each league automatically

seeded to district. Teams finishing 3"-6" of each league qualify for play in games. #3 Vs #6 and
#4 vs. #5 from each league play in for the 3 and 4™ seeds respectively.

e. 58 - one league, 14 games, top 2 teams automatically seeded to district. Teams 3-10 must play
into district tournament.

9. All officials for districts, regional and state tournament will be Level 3 certified and will be scheduled by the
District Supervisor of Officials. The squirt End of Year Tournament to be scheduled by local scheduler with
assistance from District Supervisor of Officials as needed.

10. The host association for the District, Regional or State tournament is responsible for paying the officials. Ryan
will provide a list of the officials working and the amounts to be paid prior to the start of the event. Payment may be
made by check or cash. It is acceptable to wait until that official’s last game of the weekend before paying them.
Please post the game schedules, ref schedules and rules in the officials’ room at the rink during the tournament.
Snacks and refreshments should be available for the officials.

11. The host association for a District or Regional tournament is responsible for paying for crews coming in from
other areas; a $10 mileage fee will be paid to the driver only. Only one fee per crew will be paid. No mileage
reimbursement for local officials.

The grievance Committee of District 4 will be the District 4 Board. All grievances must be in writing and
postmarked within 72 hours of the reported incident. The local league representative will submit the report to
the District Director. Copies of the grievance will be sent to the opposing team's league representative. Copies
of the grievance will also be sent to the Division League coordinators.

The two teams involved in the incident will then have 7 days in which to submit any information requested by
the Grievance Committee and any information that either team feels is pertinent to the handling and resolving of
the grievance. Any grievance not submitted within the 72-hour time frame WILL NOT IS ACCEPTED. If the
League representative is not available to present the grievance, the local Association President may submit the
grievance. If the Grievance Committee's decision will affect League standings the League Statistician must be
notified immediately.

Authorized disciplinary actions taken by the District 4 Board will be in accordance with USA Hockey playing
rules.

The League Coordinators and District 4 Director will be notified of players or coaches receiving fighting, game
misconduct and match penalties. A written report, date marked within 72 hours of the infraction and will be
emailed to the District 4 Director.

a. A fighting penalty (5 minute major assessed by the referee), by a District 4 player received during
a league, tournament, scrimmage, or exhibition game will be an automatic 3 game suspension.
There are no appeals for this infraction.

Any game scheduler who assigns incompletely registered officials for games is subject to serious liability and
sanctions from USA Hockey, MN Hockey and District 4 as he/she jeopardizes the insurance coverage of the
officials and both teams involved.

A $100 fine will be imposed by the District Director for the following, but not limited to, failure to pay league
fees and dues by December 1st, failure to submit background checks by the designated time set by the director,
non-attendance at mandatory District 4 meetings, and other required submittals as determined by the District 4
rules.
